spring-fed lake for fishing and boating. The park maintains over 21 miles of
hiking and biking trails.

o Lakes & Rivers—Beaver Lake, Table Rock Lake, White River and Kings River
offer fishing, boating, scuba diving, canoeing, kayaking, jet skiing, stand up
paddleboarding (SUP), and swimming.

e Crescent Hotel—America's Most Haunted Hotel
